The policy envisages broad based, multi-disciplinary, holistic Under Graduate education with exible 

curricula, create combinations of subjects, integration of vocational education and multiple entry and 

exit points with appropriate certication. UG education can be of 3 or 4 years with multiple exit points 

and appropriate certication within this period. For example, certicate after1-year, Advanced Diploma

after 2 years, Bachelor's Degree after 3years and Bachelor's with Research after 4 years. All the staff 

members were presented and gave their valuable in puts on the said matter.
